ROSEMARIE PUNZALAN:  I WOULD LIKE TO WELCOME JAIME CRUM.  HE WILL BE GIVING A WEBINAR PRESENTATION ON COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY FOR YOUNG CHILDREN.  GO AHEAD, JAIME.  


JAMIE CRUM:  HI, THANK YOU ROSEMARIE FOR HELPING ME GETTING READY AND ALL THE LOGISTICS FOR THE WEBINAR.  THIS IS MY FIRST WEBINAR WITH ABILITY TOOLS SO I'M EXCITED TO GET FEEDBACK ON HOW THIS GOES.  HOPEFULLY, THIS WILL BE HELPFUL FOR ALL THE FOLKS THAT ARE ONLINE.  I CAN START BY ASKING A QUESTION, HOW MANY CAN HEAR ME OKAY ONLINE RIGHT NOW?  CAN YOU JUST USE THE CHECK BOX YES OR NO?  I'M CURIOUS HOW THAT WORKS. 


OKAY.  I'M NOT SEEING THOSE ROSEMARIE.  BUT I'M ASSUMING PEOPLE CAN SEE THAT. 


AND, SO, ROSEMARIE ARE YOU ABLE TO MOVE TO THE FIRST SLIDE FOR ME?  


ROSEMARIE PUNZALAN:  YES.  JAIME.  IF YOU WOULD LIKE TO MOVE TO THE NEXT SLIDE, I'M NOT SURE IF YOU'RE ABLE TO -- OR ABLE TO SEE THE WEBINAR PLATFORM.  IN CASE YOU ARE ABLE TO SEE THE TOP LEFT, I MEAN THE TOP RIGHT OF YOUR SCREEN, THERE'S A SLIDE NAVIGATION, THE LEFT ARROW AND THE RIGHT ARROW.  IN CASE NOT, JUST LET ME KNOW.  OR CUE ME FOR THE NEXT SLIDE AND I'M HAPPY TO CHANGE FOR YOU.  


JAMIE CRUM:  OKAY.  GREAT.  HERE WE GO.


IT LOOKS LIKE IT MISSED MY FIRST SLIDE BUT THAT'S OKAY.  SO THE TITLE OF THIS PRESENTATION IS COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY FOR YOUNG CHILDREN. 


AND MY NAME IS JAIME CRUM AS SHE MENTIONED.  AND I LIKE TO SHARE QUICKLY THAT WE WILL BE TALKING ABOUT AUGMENTATIVE & ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION.  AND SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES.  AND I'M NOT A SPEECH PATHOLOGIST BUT MY MASTERS IS IN EARLY CHILDHOOD AND MY WORK HAS BEEN THROUGH TECHNOLOGY AND I'VE BEEN WORKING THROUGHOUT MY WHOLE CAREER WITH INDIVIDUALS WITH EDUCATION DELAYS.  SO ALL RECOMMENDATIONS FOR ALL COMMUNICATION SYSTEMS SHOULD DEFINITELY INCLUDE SPEECH LANGUAGE PATHOLOGIST.  SO I WANT TO GIVE A DISCLAIMER THERE. 


BUT I HAVE HAD A VERY -- A LOT OF FORTUNATE EXPERIENCES BOTH WORKING FOR A SHORT TIME AS A TRAINER FOR ONE OF THE LARGER COMMUNICATION MANUFACTURERS DIANA BOX.  AND ALSO WORKING THROUGH COUNTY OFFICE EDUCATION AND PRE SCHOOL EDUCATION OVER THE LAST, MY GOODNESS, SO MANY YEARS. 


AND SO I WOULD LIKE TO PULL SOME INFORMATION OUT FROM MY EXPERIENCE THERE.  AND NOW CURRENTLY, I'M THE PROGRAM DIRECTOR AND ALSO HALF TIME SERVICE PROVIDER AT CTEC WHICH STANDS FOR COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY EDUCATION CENTER HERE AT SACRAMENTO WHERE WE SERVE THE WHOLE AGE SPAN OF INDIVIDUALS WITH COMMUNICATION DELAYS TO PUT TOGETHER A C SYSTEMS, AUGMENTATIVE & ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION.  AND HELP THOSE ALSO WHO QUALIFY FOR SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES WHICH WE'LL TALK ABOUT THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THOSE TWO. 


THAT'S PRETTY MUCH THE 100% OF THE WORK THAT WE DO IN SUPPORTING PEOPLE WHO NEED ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY FOR COMMUNICATION.  AND SO I HOPE TO SHARE SOME THINGS YOU FIND HELPFUL WHEN YOU'RE WORKING WITH FAMILIES AND CHILDREN WITH COMMUNICATION DELAYS.  AND, HOPEFULLY,, WE'LL BE ABLE TO TAKE AWAY SOME IDEAS THAT YOU MIGHT BE ABLE TO PUT INTO PRACTICE.  OR IF YOU'RE A FAMILY MEMBER, I HOPE TO ARM YOU WITH SOME GREAT INFO THAT WILL HELP YOU WHEN YOU'RE SUPPORTING YOUR CHILD. 


SO I ALSO WANTED TO JUST MAKE SURE THAT I RECOMMEND THAT DEBBIE DRENNAN WHO WORKS FOR PARENTS HELPING PARENTS IS ALSO GOING TO BE JUMPING IN.  SHE IS GOING TO BRING IN THE PARENT PERSPECTIVE.  BUT SHE ALSO DOES WORK WITH ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY AND SHE CAN BE VERY WELL RUNNING THIS SLIDESHOW OR THIS PRESENTATION AS WELL.  SO I'M EXCITE TO DO HAVE HER ON THE LINE.  AND SHE'S GOING TO JUMP IN WITH SOME INPUT AS WE MOVE FORWARD.  OKAY. 


SO THE FIRST THING I WANT TO TALK ABOUT IS, I ALWAYS LET YOU KNOW WHAT WE'RE GOING TO BE COVERING.  AND IN THAT WAY, YOU CAN LOOK AT THIS OUTLINE IN FRONT OF YOU, THERE'S OTHER THINGS YOU WANT TO FIND OUT ABOUT AND MAKE SURE YOU GET THOSE QUESTION READY.  I ALWAYS TRY TO SAVE TIME AT THE END FOR YOU TO ASK QUESTIONS.  I WILL KEEP MY EYE ON THE CHAT WINDOW, SO IF YOU HAVE QUESTIONS, PUT THOSE IN AS WE GO THROUGH AS WELL. 


SO I WANT TO TALK ABOUT THE TECHNOLOGIES AVAILABLE TO HELP YOUNG CHILDREN.  SO THERE'S A LOT OF ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY FROM LOW-TECH TO HIGH-TECH.  FROM, YOU KNOW, PAPER WITH VELCRO ICONS, UP TO, YOU KNOW, DIGITIZED SPEECH OUTPUT DEVICES, IPADS, AND TABLETS WITH EDUCATIONAL SOFTWARE AND COMMUNICATION SOFTWARE UP TO VERY SOPHISTICATED LANGUAGE SYSTEMS. 


AND IN THE NEXT THING, WE'RE GOING TO TALK ABOUT PREREQUISITE SKILLS.  WHAT DOES IT TAKE TO QUALIFY FOR AN AUGMENTATIVE & ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION AND WHEN CAN WE START LOOKING AT IMPLEMENTING THOSE VERSUS TRADITIONAL EARLY LEARNING LANGUAGE INTERVENTION? 


AND NEXT THING WE'RE GOING TO LOOK AT IS HOW DO WE EMBED THOSE INTO NATIONAL ROUTINE AND RESOURCES AND IN THE ENVIRONMENT?  AND YOU DON'T SPEND A LOT OF YOUR TIME SERVING AS AN INTERVENTIONIST IN EARLY CHILDHOOD, IT'S IMPORTANT FOR US TO CONSIDER.  ALL OUR INTERVENTION DON'T HAPPEN IN A ISOLATION OR SPECIAL CLASSROOM OR THERAPY ROOM.  IT REALLY NEEDS TO INVOLVE THE FAMILY.  BECAUSE THAT THE THE PRIMARY NATURAL ENVIRONMENT FOR THE STUDENTS, FOR THE CHILD TO BE COMMUNICATING.  SO THAT'S SOMETHING WE HAVE TO REALLY MAKE SURE WE'RE LOOKING AT WHEN WE'RE LOOKING AT ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY AND AAC, AUGMENTATIVE & ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION.  I'M JUST GOING TO REFER IT TO AAC FOR THE REST OF THE SLIDE TO SAVE MY BREATH. 


AND THEN ONE OF THE INTERESTING THINGS, PHENOMENA THAT HAS COME UP IS AN ANDROID AND THE IPHONE AND I HAVE THINGS I LIKE TO SHARE ABOUT THAT.  AND NEXT QUESTION IS, HOW DO WE GET A SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES FUNDED?  AND THEY CAN BE EXPENSIVE AND POWERFUL.  SO THAT'S SOMETHING WE'RE GOING TO TALK ABOUT.  THERE'S REALLY EXCITING THINGS IN THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA THAT HAVE OPENED UP FOR SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES FUNDING. 


AND THEN LAST ONE IS WHERE CAN I GET AN AAC EVALUATION?  AND WE'LL TALK ABOUT THE PROCESS FOR GETTING THE EVALUATION AND WHO SHOULD BE INVOLVED IN THAT PROCESS. 


OKAY.  SO I'M GOING TO SWITCH THE SLIDE HERE. 


SO, FIRST OF ALL, AAC AS I'VE MENTIONED IS ONE TYPE OF ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY.  AND THIS ENCOMPASSES ALL LANGUAGE INTERVENTION.  YOU CAN BE ALL THE  WAY FROM FINE LANGUAGE, TO HIGH-TECH DEVICES.  BUT BASICALLY, WE'RE WORKING ON USING CUSTOMIZED METHODS AND DEVICES THAT WILL SUPPLEMENT ANY PERSON'S ABILITY TO COMMUNICATE. 


SO WHATEVER WE HAVE TO DO TO CUSTOMIZE, THE ENVIRONMENT, OR USING TOOLS, OR TECHNIQUES THAT ARE GOING TO HELP THAT YOUNG CHILD, WE'RE TALKING ABOUT -- I'M GOING TO BE REFERENCING PROBABLY 12 MONTHS THROUGH 5 YEARS TODAY WHEN WE'RE TALKING.  AND SO WHAT ARE WE GOING TO DO TO HELP BREAKDOWN THE BARRIERS AND GIVE THEM SOME TOOLS FOR COMMUNICATION AND, HOPEFULLY, ENSURE THAT THEY DON'T GET LEFT BEHIND IN THEIR LANGUAGE AND IN LITERACY PRODUCTION. 


NEXT THING IS, THEY CALL IT AUGMENTATIVE & ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION, BECAUSE IT AUGMENTS CURRENT SPEECH PRODUCTION.  AND IT'S ALSO CONSIDERED AN ALTERNATIVE TO SPEECH.  THAT'S WHY IT'S AUGMENTATIVE & ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION.  I JUST WANT TO MAKE SURE YOU ARE FAMILIAR WITH THE TERMS. 


SO, SORRY.  I'M SEEING A BLANK SLIDE HERE, ROSEMARIE.  DO YOU SEE ANYTHING ON THE SLIDE?  


ROSEMARIE PUNZALAN:  YEAH.  I SEE, RIGHT NOW, IT'S ON -- WELL, RIGHT NOW IT'S ON NO PREREQUISITE.  IT'S ON SLIDE 11.  


JAMIE CRUM:  OKAY.  I'M NOT MATCHING WHAT I'M SEEING HERE.  UH-OH.  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   I'M SEEING WHO CAN BENEFIT FROM AAC?  


JAMIE CRUM:  YEAH.  LET ME GO BACK TO 7.  I'M GOING TO GO BACK TO 7 AND IT SHOULD SAY... EXCUSE ME.  SLIDE 8.  AND THIS ONE SHOULD SAY... SGD = DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT.  

ROSEMARIE PUNZALAN:  CORRECT.  WE'RE ON SLIDE 8 FOR DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT FOR SGD.  


JAMIE CRUM:  OKAY.  I CAN'T SEE THAT ON MY VIEW, BUT I HAVE MY POWERPOINT NEXT TO ME.  SO IF YOU ALL CAN SEE THAT.  I'M GO AHEAD.  I'M JUST WORRIED IF I CAN'T SEE IT, SOMEONE ELSE MIGHT NOT BE ABLE TO SEE IT.  OKAY.  I'M GOING TO GO AHEAD. 


SO THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN AAC, THAT IS ENCOMPASSING ALL LANGUAGE INTERVENTIONS THAT WOULD USE SOME FORM OF TECHNOLOGY. 


SGD IS SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES.  AND SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES ARE VERY SPECIFIC TERMS THAT WE USE FOR A PIECE OF EQUIPMENT THAT MEETS THE MEDICAL REQUIREMENTS FOR AN INDIVIDUAL TO COMMUNICATE.  AND IT'S CONSIDERED A PROSTHETIC VOICE.  JUST AS IF YOU HAD LOST YOUR LIMB AND YOU GET A PROSTHETIC LEG OR WHEELCHAIR.  IT'S ALL FUNDED IF YOU WILL, CONSIDERED UNDER DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT.  SO THAT'S A DIFFERENCE BETWEEN SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES AND AAC. 


SO FOR INSTANCE, SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES WOULD BE A DYNA BOX, OR NOVA CHAT.  OR SOMETHING THAT HAS VERY SPECIFIC REQUIREMENT THAT ARE SET UP BY MEDI-CARE OF WHAT QUALIFIES FOR AN SGD.  AND THOSE ARE THE ITEMS THAT ARE CURRENTLY ABLE TO BE FUNDED IN THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA.  SO WE HAVE TO LOOK AT, IS THIS PIECE OF EQUIPMENT MEDICALLY NECESSARY FOR THIS INDIVIDUAL TO COMMUNICATE?  AND THIS IS WHAT WE LOOK AT, DURING EVALUATION, DOES THIS PERSON NEED IT FOR A LONG PERIOD OF TIME AND AND WE'RE FORECASTING THIS FOR UP TO 5 YEARS FOR PEOPLE THAT NEED IT.  SO THAT'S SOMETHING TO THINK ABOUT. 


IF YOU CAN SEE THE LITTLE ICON I HAVE ON THE BOTTOM, HOPEFULLY YOU CAN FOLLOW ALONG WITH MY SYMBOL SUPPORTED SPEECH HERE. 


THE FIRST ICON IS STATE OF CALIFORNIA. 


AND THEN THE NEXT IS MONEY. 


AND NEXT ICON IS A SAD FACE, WHICH REPRESENTS THE MONEY FOR FUNDING USED TO BE REALLY BAD IN CALIFORNIA FOR A PERIOD OF TIME. 


AND ALSO ADMINISTRATOR, SCHOOL SYSTEMS, THERAPIST HAVE HAD A HISTORICALLY POOR EXPERIENCE WITH GETTING THEIR FAMILY'S EQUIPMENT.  SO THAT'S REALLY A BIG BARRIER, AS MUCH AS WE WANT TO NOTE, THAT WE'RE ALWAYS RECOMMENDING THAT'S THE BEST PIECE OF EQUIPMENT, WHEN THE FUNDING DOESN'T HAPPEN AND YOU SET THE TIME TO SET THIS FAMILY UP, AND THE SYSTEM COULD COST UP TO $4,000 OR $5,000, OR $10,000, IT COULD CREATE A STALL.  AND PEOPLE HAVE BEEN HESITANT TO REQUIRE AND RECOMMEND THIS EQUIPMENT. 


SO THE NEXT PICTURE I HAVE IS TELEPHONE.  AND A MEDICAL SYMBOL.  SO BETWEEN TELEPHONE ACCESS FUND AND MEDICAL FUNDING, AND THERE'S A BIG HAPPY FACE AT THE END.  THIS IS REALLY, I'VE BEEN IN THE INDUSTRY FOR QUITE TIME, AND THIS IS THE BEST CLIMATE FOR GETTING ANYONE THAT NEEDS THIS MEDICALLY NECESSARY SPEECH DEVICE.  IF WE HAVE A DOCTOR'S PRESCRIPTION AND WE HAVE A COMPREHENSIVE EVALUATION, THIS IS WHAT IS NEEDED BY A SPEECH PATHOLOGIST, THERE SHOULDN'T BE ANYONE WHO NEEDS TO PAY FOR A DEVICE.  SO THAT WAY, RIGHT NOW, IF THEY REQUIRE THIS DISC AND THERE'S A COVERAGE GAP OR EXCLUSION IN THEIR POLICY, SOME OF US DON'T HAVE DURABLE MEDICAL POLICY IN OUR POLICY, THEN THE TELEPHONE ACCESS FUNDS FROM STATE OF CALIFORNIA, DEAF AND DISABLED, HARD-OF-HEARING, OH, MY GOD, IT'S ACTUALLY THE CP -- THAT SHOULD SAY CPUC.  CALIFORNIA PUBLIC UTILITY COMMISSION.  THEY WILL PICK UP THE SHARE OF COST OR IF IT'S DENIED, THEY WILL PAY FOR THE ENTIRE PIECE OF THE EQUIPMENT.  SO THAT'S BEEN AN EXCITING THING.  AND WE'VE BEEN WORKING TOWARDS THIS AS AN INDUSTRY AND LOBBYING AND GETTING THIS DONE.  AND THE TELEPHONE ACCESS PROGRAM IS OFF AND RUNNING.  AND THEY'RE DOING A GREAT JOB TO MAKE SURE PEOPLE GET THE EQUIPMENT THEY NEED.  SO IT'S BEEN NICE TO SEE THAT. 


OKAY.  SO NEXT ONE, THE NEXT SLIDE NO. 9. 


NOW THIS IS -- OH, YOU KNOW WHAT?  BEFORE WE MOVE ON.  SORRY.  DEBBIE, I JUST WANTED YOU TO JUST JUMP IN, ASK YOU TO JUMP IN.  DID YOU HAVE ANYTHING TO SHARE ABOUT FUNDING OR GETTING THE PROCESS MOVING FOR SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES?  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   I DID WANT TO SAY OR MENTION, THAT FOR VERY YOUNG CHILDREN 0 TO 5, THE TELEPHONE ACCESS IS GENERALLY NOT AVAILABLE AT THOSE AGES FOR THOSE CHILDREN.  IN MY EXPERIENCE WITH THAT PROGRAM, THEY USUALLY INDICATE CHILDREN DON'T NORMALLY CALL ON THE PHONE UNTIL THEY'RE OLDER.  SO, IF YOU HAD SUCCESS WITH 0 TO 5-YEAR-OLDS GETTING COMMUNICATION SYSTEMS THROUGH THAT PROGRAM, I DO WANT TO KNOW ABOUT THAT.  THAT WOULD BE GREAT.  


JAMIE CRUM:  OKAY.  I HAVE NOT HAD A DEVICE -- AT CTEC, WE HAVE NOT BEEN ABLE TO GO TO THE TELEPHONE ACCESS FUND FOR A KID THAT'S 4 OR 5-YEAR-OLD, BUT I HAVE NOT SEEN ANY EXCLUSION ABOUT THIS.  I HAVEN'T SEEN ANY EXCLUSION THAT TALKS ABOUT A AGE RANGE OR ANY INDIVIDUAL THAT IS TO TAKE A PHONE CALL.  CALLING MOM,.  I'M HEARING ECHO.  IF SOMEBODY CAN MUTE THEIR PHONE.  THAT WOULD BE GREAT. 


BECAUSE THE YOUNGER KIDS WE'VE ALWAYS GONE THROUGH HAD MEDI-CAL AND THEY HAVE HAD 100% COVERAGE.  AND SO WE DIDN'T EVEN HAVE TO TRY.  BUT I DID WANT TO PUT THIS SLIDE HERE, WHEN WE'RE THINKING ABOUT INTERVENTION, MAYBE IT'S NOT A SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES, BUT USING AN IPAD, AND AS THEY ARE MOVING OLDER, THE FUNDING IS THERE.  IT'S REALLY A NEW PROGRAM.  THEY HAVE BEEN PAYING FOR DEVICES FOR A SHORT PERIOD OF TIME.  SO I'M SURE OVER THE NEXT YEAR, WE'RE GOING TO SEE CHANGES. 


BUT I JUST WANTED TO SHOW THE SLIDE FOR THE CLIMATE, THE EQUIPMENT THAT FUNDERS ARE START TO GO SEE THAT ARE VERY IMPORTANT FOR SOMEONE TO HAVE ACCESS TO. 


THANKS, DEBBIE, FOR JUMPING IN.  OKAY. 


SO MY NEXT SLIDE SHOULD SAY START EARLY. 


DO YOU GUYS SEE THAT? 


OKAY.  START EARLY. 


SO IT HAS THE A QUOTE ON THE SLIDE.  IT IS VIRTUALLY IMPOSSIBLE TO PREDICT THE FUTURE DEVELOPMENT OF SPEECH IN A YOUNG CHILD.  LET'S POLICY THIS AGAIN.  UP ON THE TOP, YOU HAVE THE CHECK BOX IN YOUR TOOL BAR. 


SO HOW MANY OF YOU HAVE EVER USED AUGMENTATIVE & ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION OR SPEECH GENERATING DEVICES FOR A STUDENT THAT'S UNDER 3?  SOMEONE WHO HAS NOT ENTERED PRESCHOOL YET.  CAN I GET A VOTE HERE AND FIND OUT? 


AND WHILE YOU'RE VOTING, DEBBIE, WOULD YOU MIND JUMPING IN AND SHARE A LITTLE BIT ABOUT THIS QUOTE?  IT IS VIRTUALLY IMPOSSIBLE TO PREDICT.  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   SURE.  FIRST OF ALL, LET ME GIVE YOU A LITTLE BIT OF INFORMATION ABOUT WHY I'M JUMPING IN AS PARENT.  SOME OF YOU MAY KNOW ME AS AN ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY SPECIALIST AT PARENTS HELPING PARENTS.  BUT I GOT INTO THIS ROLE BECAUSE I HAVE A SON WHO IS NOW 22 ALMOST 23 WHO HAS CEREBRAL PALSY.  WHEN HE WAS YOUNG, HE DIDN'T BECOME VERBAL UNTIL 4 OR 5.  BUT HE WAS ALWAYS ABLE TO COMMUNICATE.  AND I THINK -- THEY DIDN'T THINK HE WOULD BECOME VERBAL AT 3, OR 2 AND A HALF TO 3.  THEY THOUGHT HE WAS A MULTIPLE INVOLVED YOUNG MAN WITH CEREBRAL PALSY SEE.  AND I THINK THIS IS JUST A TELLING THING.  BECAUSE THEY COULDN'T PREDICT.  NO ONE KNEW HE WAS GOING TO BECOME VERBAL.  JUST BECAUSE HE WASN'T VERBAL DOESN'T MEAN HE DIDN'T COMMUNICATE.  I THINK THERE'S A HUGE DISTINCTION BEING VERBAL AND BEING ABLE TO COMMUNICATE. 


SO KEEP THAT IN MIND. JUST BECAUSE THEY DON'T TALK DOESN'T MEAN THEY DON'T HAVE A LOT TO SAY.  


JAMIE CRUM:  I LOVE THAT QUOTE.  JUST BECAUSE THEY DON'T SPEAK, THEY DON'T HAVE A LOT TO SAY.  THAT'S PERFECT.  OKAY.  SO I'M GOING TO MOVE THROUGH THE NEXT SLIDE AND HOPEFULLY, YOU SHOULD BE ABLE TO SEE TWO BEAUTIFUL YOUNG LADIES ACCESSING COUPLE OF COMMUNICATION DEVICES. 


AND THIS SLIDE HERE FOR THOSE OF YOU WHO ARE CALLING IN, THERE ARE NO KNOWN COGNITIVE OR OTHER PREREQUISITES THAT ARE NECESSARY FOR A CHILD TO USE AAC.  SO THIS IS SOMETHING THAT IS REALLY IMPORTANT FOR US TO THINK ABOUT.  ESPECIALLY THOSE OF US WHO ARE SUPPORTING FAMILIES WITH YOUNG CHILDREN THAT WE KIND OF THINK, WELL, MAYBE WE SHOULD HAVE SOMEONE ON THE ASSISTIVE TECHNOLOGY TEAM OR AAC SPECIALIST TO COME INTO THE PICTURE WHEN WE'VE TRIED EVERYTHING ELSE.  WE TRY SIGN LANGUAGE THAT DIDN'T WORK.  WE TRIED PUTTING PICTURES IN FRONT OF THEM AND THAT DIDN'T WORK.  SO IT'S IMPORTANT TO CONSIDER, FOR A LOT OF REASONS, WHICH WE'LL TALK ABOUT LATER, BUT SOMETIMES SOME OF THE HIGHER TECH OPTIONS CAN WORK AND GET A LOT MORE RESPONSE THAN USING SOME OF THE MORE TRADITIONAL INTERVENTIONS OF EVEN WHEN WE'RE JUST STARTING TO START OUT.  AND I'M GOING TO TALK ABOUT THAT A LITTLE BIT MORE. 


SO THE NEXT SLIDE I HAVE IS WHO CAN BENEFIT FROM AAC? 


AND SO THIS ONE, HERE I JUST WANT TO KIND OF GIVE YOU KIND OF A PROFILE OF THE STUDENT THAT WE WOULD WANT TO BE CONSIDERING LOOKING AT AN AAC EVALUATION OR MAKING SURE WE'RE CONSIDERING AUGMENTATIVE & ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION IN THE INTERVENTION. 


SO THIS WOULD BE ANY CHILD THAT'S DEMONSTRATING ANY LANGUAGE DELAY. 


SO I'M THINKING, WHEN I PUT THIS SLIDE TOGETHER, I'M THINKING THAT THE STUDENTS WE NOTICED IN LANGUAGE DELAY AND THEY'RE QUALIFYING FOR SERVICES AND YOU FIND YOURSELF OUT THERE AS AN INTERVENTIONIST OR FAMILY MEMBER RECEIVING INTERVENTION SERVICES FOR A LANGUAGE DELAY, I WOULD START RIGHT AWAY FOR LOOKING AT WAYS WE CAN USE AN AAC SYSTEM TO SUPPORT. 


AND THEN NEXT BULLET POINT SAYS, AS SOON AS YOU CONSIDER SIGN LANGUAGE AS AN INTERVENTION.  SO THAT'S LIKE THE MARKING POINT OF WHERE WE TEND TO GO AS EARLY CHILDHOOD INTERVENTION IS WE WOULD WANT TO USE SIGN LANGUAGE, LET'S TRY THAT.  AS SOON AS WE JUMP IN THERE, WHY ARE WE LOOKING AT SIGN LANGUAGE FIRST?  THERE'S A LOT OF REASONS WHY IT'S A GOOD OPPORTUNITY.  BUT THERE MIGHT BE OTHER THINGS TO SAY, WOW, THIS KID CAN'T GET TO MIDLINE VERY WELL.  SO WHY ARE WE STARTING WITH SIGN LANGUAGE FOR THEM TO START GETTING A COUPLE OF SINGLE WORD UTTERANCE LIKE "MORE" OR "ALL DONE" OR THINGS WE NORMALLY START WITH WHEN WE'RE INTRODUCING INTERVENTION.  AND THEIR MOTOR SKILL IS ALSO ONE OF THE LARGER DEFICIT AND IT MAKES SENSE TO START SOONER WITH SOME SORT OF ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION, OR A DIFFERENT ALTERNATIVE COMMUNICATION.  BECAUSE SIGN LANGUAGE IS ALSO PART OF THAT. 


SO ANYONE WHO IS UNABLE TO SPEAK OR SPEECH IS DIFFICULT TO UNDERSTAND.  YOUNG KIDS HAVE SPEECH BUT THEY'RE ONLY ABLE TO GIVE YOU, I'M THINKING OF A TODDLER WHO CAN GIVE YOU COUPLE OF WORDS AT A TIME AND THE REST OF IT IS TOO HARD TO UNDERSTAND.  OR WE WOULD HOPE THAT WE COULD FIND SOME WAYS TO GIVE THEM LARGER UTTERANCES THAN WHAT THEY'RE ABLE TO GIVE US VERBALLY. 


SO, DOESN'T HAVE TO BE SOMEONE WHO IS NON-VERBAL TO CONSIDER AN AAC SYSTEM.  AND THOSE ARE THINGS WE SEE GETTING MISSED FOR CONSIDERATIONS FOR AAC. 


AND THEN THE QUOTE RIGHT BELOW IS SAME ONE DEBBIE MENTIONED.  JUST BECAUSE I CAN'T SPEAK, DOESN'T MEAN I DON'T HAVE ANYTHING TO SAY. 


AND DEBBIE, I WANT TO JUMP IN WITH YOU AGAIN.  DO YOU HAVE ANYTHING OF A PROFILE OF A STUDENT THAT WOULD CONSIDER AAC?  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   IT'S NOT SO MUCH A PROFILE, BUT MORE OF A COMMENT.  IF YOU ARE HAVING A SPEECH THERAPY FOR A CHILD FOR ANY REASON, 2 OR 1 AND A HALF FOR MOTOR ISSUES OR SPEECH DELAY, THAT'S WHEN YOU SHOULD LOOK AT HOW IS THAT CHILD GOING TO COMMUNICATE THEIR WANTS, NEEDS, AND DESIRES. BECAUSE IF YOU DON'T LOOK AT COMING UP WITH SOME SORT OF ALTERNATIVE METHOD TO COMMUNICATE OTHER THAN VERBALLY, THEY WILL GO INTO BEHAVIORS.  BECAUSE BEHAVIOR IS A FORM OF COMMUNICATION.  SO, IN ORDER TO KIND OF STOP SOME -- OR YOU KNOW, ALLEVIATE SOME OF THE BEHAVIORS, THEY ARE THINKING OUT, IT'S ALWAYS GOOD TO START AT THE SAME TIME AS YOU'RE WORKING WITH SPEECH THERAPY TO LOOK AT SOME DIFFERENT WAYS OF COMMUNICATING WITH THE CHILD JUST TO HELP WITH THE BEHAVIORS, AND SO THE CHILD KNOWS THEIR VOICE IS IMPORTANT.  AND WHAT THEY HAVE TO SAY IS VALUED.  


JAMIE CRUM:  THAT'S GREAT.  THANK YOU, DEBBIE.  I'M GOING TO JUMP TO THE NEXT SLIDE.  AND THIS, AGAIN, I'M BEATING THE DRUM HERE FOR STARTING EARLY.  AND NOT MISSING.  A CHILD WHO IS NOT ABLE TO COMMUNICATE EFFECTIVE IS AT GREAT RISK FOR COGNITIVE, SOCIAL, EMOTIONAL, AND BEHAVIORAL PROBLEMS. 


IF YOU'RE ON THIS CALL, YOU HAVE A CONCERN ABOUT HOW TO SUPPORT CHILDREN, YOUNG CHILDREN WITH COMMUNICATION NEEDS.  SO I'M PREACHING THE CHOIR WITH THIS SLIDE AND WE REALIZE, WE REALLY NEED TO GET THIS LANGUAGE, AND BRIDGE THIS GAP OF LANGUAGES, AND MAKE THE EFFORT TOWARDS THAT AS SOON AS POSSIBLE, BECAUSE WE KNOW THE INVESTMENT WE MAKE IN THIS IS GOING TO HAVE POSITIVE RAMIFICATIONS AND MOVING FORWARD. 


THE OTHER THING I KIND OF PUT AT THE BOTTOM OF THE QUOTE HERE, IT SAYS A LOT OF TIMES WE THINK, OH, YOU PUT IT WITH A PREREQUISITE SKILL.  THIS CHILD CAN'T USE AN IPAD.  OR THEY CAN'T PUT TWO OR THREE WORDS TOGETHER.  YOU KNOW, FOR KID THAT'S UNDER 3.  AND I'VE LOOKED THROUGH AND HAVE SEEN, WHEN PEOPLE START LOOKING AND CONSIDERING A POWER WHEELCHAIR FOR A YOUNG KID, AND THOSE KIDS ARE LOOKING AT 18 MONTHS FOR DEVELOPING CHAIRS FOR YOUNGER AND YOUNGER CHILDREN.  AND DRIVING A POWER WHEELCHAIR REQUIRES A MUCH HIGHER SKILL SET THAN A COMMUNICATION DEVICE TO START COMMUNICATING.  WHEN I SAY THAT, I'M SPEAKING WITH THEM USING THE FAMILY IPAD.  AND MULTIPLE SWITCHES.  THOSE ARE LET LESS TO MANAGE THAT THAN FOR USING THE POWER CHAIR. 


OKAY, LET'S SEE. 


OKAY.  SO I LIKE TO TALK A LITTLE BIT ABOUT ACCESS METHODS TODAY.  AND I WANT TO TALK ABOUT AND FOR US TO THINK ABOUT, ESPECIALLY WHEN WE'RE WORKING WITH KIDS WHO HAVE MULTIPLE IMPAIRMENT, NOT ONLY WITH THEIR SPEECH, BUT ALSO WITH THEIR PHYSICAL ACCESS, YOU CAN PRETTY MUCH IDENTIFY ANY PART OF THE BODY THAT HAS A CONSISTENT CONTROL MOVEMENT, OR THE WORKING OF GETTING THAT CONSISTENT CONTROLLED MOVEMENT.  PRETTY MUCH ANY PART OF YOUR BODY, WE CAN USE THE HEAD TO HIT A SWITCH.  WE ALSO HAVE CAMERAS THAT ARE LIKE A HEADMOUSE.  IF I MOVE MY HEAD AROUND, THE MOUSE CAN MOVE AROUND THE ACCESS SCREEN.  JUST AS IF I WAS MOVING A MOUSE.  YOUR EYES.  THERE ARE HIGH-TECH EYE GAGE SYSTEMS THAT WE SEE BEING USED WITH YOUNG CHILDREN.  IT'S A GREAT WAY TO START PRACTICE USING THEIR EYES OTHER THAN JUST LOOKING.  AND ALSO LOW-TECH EYE GAGE SYSTEM TO HELP THEM COMMUNICATE.  THERE'S THE MOUTH, AND THE CHIN, AND YOU CAN GO DOWN ANY BODY PART THAT I CAN HAVE ACCESS TO.  I CAN HIT A SWITCH.  AND SOMETIMES I CAN LEARN SOME DIRECTIONALITY OF UP AND DOWN, LEFT AND RIGHT.  X, Y MOVEMENT.  AND IF YOU THINK ABOUT HOW MUCH THAT WILL OPEN UP FOR A KID AS OPPOSED TO WORK A BIG MAC SWITCH IF YOU WILL.  SWITCH WITH THE HAND, AND NOT, YOU KNOW, LOOKING AT ALL THE OTHER BODY PARTS IS GOING TO GIVE THEM THE MOST CONSISTENT ACCESS.  ESPECIALLY WHENEVER WE'RE LOOKING AT A STUDENT WHO HAVE REALLY SIGNIFICANT ORTHOPEDIC IMPAIRMENT, AND THEY HAVE TO NOT ONLY WORK ON HITTING THE SWITCH, BUT THERE'S A LOT INVOLVED WITH IT AS WELL. 


BEING ABLE TO TIME WHEN I MOVE MY HAND.  SO I'M WAITING FOR MY CHOICE TO COME.  WHEN I HEAR THE CHOICE I WANT, THEN I HIT MY SWITCH.  YOU WANT TO MAKE SURE WE CAN CONSIDER THAT BEST ACCESS METHOD.  NOT ONLY FOR ACCURACY, CAN I HIT A SWITCH?  BUT ALSO WHEN I HIT THE SWITCH TO TIME THAT FOR MAKING CHOICES.  AND THAT TYPE OF THING. 


SO THERE'S SOME CONSIDERATIONS.  AND WE'LL TALK MORE ABOUT ACCESS METHODS AND SELECTION TECHNIQUES ON THE NEXT COUPLE OF SLIDES. 


SO, NEXT ONE I HAVE IS TALKING ABOUT DIFFERENT TYPES OF SELECTION METHODS THAT YOU WILL SEE ON DIFFERENT COMMUNICATION DEVICES.  SO DIRECT SELECTION IS ANY TIME THAT YOU'RE LOOKING AT SOMETHING, AND YOU MAKE A CHOICE FROM A FIELD OF MORE THAN ONE, AND SO, I'M OFFERING YOU VISUALLY 2, 4, 6 GRID UP TO 50 OR 60 OR 100 ON A PAGE.  AND I CAN EITHER LOOK AT THAT, AND THE COMPUTER IS SMART ENOUGH TO LOOK AT WHERE MY EYES ARE LOOKING AND MAKES THAT CHOICE.  OR LOW-TECH BOARD, WHERE I'M LOOKING AT A SEE THROUGH, UMM, SEE THROUGH EYE GAZE BOARD THAT I CAN LOOK OVER THE TOP LEFT AND I SEE YOU LOOKING AT THE TOP LEFT AND THE TOP LEFT SAYS TICKLE ME.  AND I REACH DOWN TICKLE YOU.  SO THAT'S DIRECT SELECTING AN ITEM FROM A FIELD. 


SO WE LOOK AT THE DIFFERENT WAYS THE COMPUTER OR, IF WE'RE DOING A LOW-TECH SYSTEM, HOW CAN WE USE WHAT THE CHILD BRINGS TO THE TABLE TO HELP THEM HAVE ACCESS?  SO A HEADPOINTER COULD BE A PHYSICAL HEADPOINTER THAT'S ATTACHED TO A VISOR ON THE HEAD AND ME THEY'RE TURNING PAGES ON THE BOOK.  OR TURNING A PARAGRAPH. LY OR JOYSTICK.  I'M ABLE TO MOVE THE JOYSTICK AROUND AND I AM EMULATES A MOUSE.  OR TRACK BALL.  OR ANYTHING THAT HELPS ME GIVE ACCESS TO INTERFACE.  USUALLY WHEN WE'RE TALKING ABOUT SELECTION TECHNIQUE, WE'RE TALKING ABOUT A COMMUTER SCREEN. 


WHAT CAN I DO TO MOVE AROUND THE SCREEN TO MAKE THE CHOICE OF THE VOCABULARY I WANT TO USE?  AND WE ALSO HAVE INDIRECT.  INDIRECT IS SCANNING.  AND SCANNING IS WHEN YOU'RE OFFERED A GRID OF CHOICES OR LINE OF 4 CHOICES IN A ROLL.  AND IT GOES THROUGH.  AND THE CHOICES, EITHER AUTOMATICALLY AND I CAN ADVANCE WITH ONE HAND AND IF I SEE THE ONE I WANT, IT WILL PICK THE MESSAGE.  YOU DON'T NEED VISION FOR THIS.  WE CAN USE AUDITORY SCANNING.  WE HAVE KIDS WITH VISUALLY BLIND AND THEY CAN HEAR THE ONES THEY WANT AND THEY CAN HIT THE ONE THEY WANT AND GET THE MESSAGE.  SO THE SCANNING TAKES A HIGHER LEVEL OF UNDERSTANDING BECAUSE I'M NOT REACHING OUT AND INDIRECTLY CHOOSING SOMETHING.  THERE'S A LOT INVOLVED IN SCANNING.  SO THAT'S ONE OF THE THINGS THAT'S GREAT TO REALLY START EARLY BECAUSE OF A LOT OF SKILLS REQUIRED.  WAITING.  TIMING.  LOOKING AHEAD.  UNDERSTANDING THINGS HAPPENING IN SEQUENCE.  ALL THOSE THINGS ARE MORE CHALLENGING, SO WE REALLY HAVE TO START EARLY TO START DEVELOPING THOSE SKILLS. 


ANY QUESTIONS ABOUT SELECTION TECHNIQUES OR ANYTHING BEFORE I MOVE PAST THIS ONE?  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   JAIME, ARE YOU GOING TO BE TALKING?  I CAN'T REMEMBER.  SORRY.  ARE YOU GOING TO BE TALKING ABOUT MODELING AND USING AIDED LANGUAGE ASSIMILATION TO START WITH THE SCANNING PROCESS?  


JAMIE CRUM:  YEP.  IN 4 SLIDES.  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   ALL RIGHT.  THANK YOU.  


JAMIE CRUM:  OKAY.  SO ACTUALLY, YOU KNOW WHAT?  I'M GOING TO SKIP AHEAD, DEBBIE.  SINCE YOU BROUGHT THAT UP, THIS IS A BETTER TIME TO BRING THAT UP SO I'M GOING TO SKIP TO THAT ONE.  SO I'M GOING TO GO 1, 2, 3.  CAN YOU SEE THE SLIDES I HAVE UP FOR AAC MODELING?  AIDED V. UNAIDED COMMUNICATION? 


THAT'S A SLIDE HAVE YOU?  I CAN'T SEE IT ON MINE.  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   YEAH.  AAC MODELING.  


JAMIE CRUM:  I'M GOING TO LET YOU TAKE THIS SLIDE.  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   OKAY.  ESPECIALLY WHEN YOU'RE TALKING ABOUT VERY YOUNG BEGINNER USER.  LIKE FOR MY SON, WHEN HE WAS 2 AND A HALF, OR 3, BECAUSE OF HIS PHYSICAL DISABILITY, HE COULD NOT DO DIRECT SELECT.  HE REALLY NEEDED TO BE HIS COMMUNICATION PARTNER.  AND THAT WOULD BE ME AS THE PARENT OR WHATEVER ADULT IS IN THE ROOM WITH HIM AT THE TIME.  AND, BASICALLY, WHAT HE WOULD DO IS, HE WOULD LOOK AT, AND THIS IS CALLED AIDED LANGUAGE ASSIMILATION.  AND HE WOULD LOOK AT THE PICTURE HE WANTED.  AND THEN WE WOULD SAY, OH, YOU WANT THAT?  HE COULDN'T USE HIS HANDS.  HE COULDN'T DO DIRECT SELECT.  SO HE WAS USING EYE GAGE AND PARTNER, ME, TO COMMUNICATE WHAT HE WANTED.  AND THEN WHEN I WOULD TALK WITH HIM, I WOULD BE SHOWING HIM WHERE THE SYMBOLS WERE ON THE BOOK BY POINTING TO THE PICTURES AS I WAS TALKING TO HIM. 


SO THE COMMUNICATION WAS BEING MODEL FOR HIM AS WELL.  SO HE WOULD BE ABLE TO FIND IT FASTER THE NEXT TIME HE WANTED TO TALK ABOUT SOMETHING.  IF YOU THINK ABOUT IT AAC, THINK ABOUT IT AS ANOTHER LANGUAGE.  SO YOU'RE BASICALLY ASKING THIS CHILD TO SPEAK GERMAN, IF YOU WILL, IN A HOUSEHOLD OF PEOPLE WHO SPEAK ENGLISH.  IF YOU DON'T SPEAK THE SAME LANGUAGE AS THE CHILD, IT'S GOING TO TAKE A LONG TIME.  SO, BASICALLY,, HAVE YOU TO  SPEAK THE  LANGUAGE WITH THEM.  AND THAT'S WHERE YOU GET INTO THE MODELING, AND IT'S SO IMPORTANT.  AND THAT WHOLE AIDED LANGUAGE OF YOU USING THEIR SYSTEM, WHATEVER IT MAY BE WITH THEM.  WHEN YOU'RE TALKING.  YOU'RE NOT JUST TALKING, YOU'RE USING THEIR SYSTEM TO TALK WITH THEM.  IT MAKES THEM LEARN THEIR SYSTEM THAT MUCH FASTER.  AND I THINK IT'S JUST CRITICAL.  AND IT'S A REALLY CRITICAL PIECE OF COMMUNICATION.  


JAMIE CRUM:  GREAT.  AND THERE'S A LINK ON YOUR SITE.  IF YOU CAN'T SEE THAT BECAUSE YOU'RE CALLING IN, THERE'S A GREAT RESOURCE.  IF YOU CAN TALK THROUGH A LITTLE BIT OF WHAT THAT RESOURCE IS.  I FORWARDED OUT TO 6 FAMILIES ALREADY.  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   THIS IS CALLED AACINSTITUTE.ORG.  AND THIS IS A PARTICULAR, THIS LINK HERE WHICH I HOPE EVERYONE CAN SEE.  IF YOU DON'T SEE IT, YOU GET SENT THE SLIDES LATER.  IT'S THE AIDED LANGUAGE RESOURCE.  AND HOW DO YOU DO THAT?  THERE'S A SYSTEM OUT NOW CALLED PODD.  IT'S THE PRAGMATIC ORGANIZATION OF DYNAMIC LANGUAGE.  AND THIS PUTS IT INTO A SYSTEMATIC FORMAT. 


BUT THE WHOLE IDEA OF USING AIDED LANGUAGE ASSIMILATION IS JUST MODEL MODEL MODEL. YOU'RE DOING IT WITH THEM.  SO THEY LEARN IT THAT MUCH FASTER.  AND THIS WHOLE THING GOES THROUGH ABOUT HOW TO DO THAT.  IT'S A GREAT RESOURCE.  I REALLY LOVE THAT WHOLE WEBSITE.  IT'S ONE OF MY FAVORITES TO HELP FAMILIES UNDERSTAND.  IF YOU'RE USING COMMUNE DEVICES AND WHAT HAVE YOU, FOR THE YOUNGER ONES, A LOT OF PEOPLE GET SCARED.  MY CHILD WON'T GET VERBAL.  THERE'S ACTUAL RESEARCH THAT CHILDREN ACTUALLY BECOME VERBAL A LITTLE BIT FASTER IF THAT'S WHAT IS GOING TO HAPPEN.  THEY ACQUIRE LANGUAGE FASTER WHEN THEY'RE ABLE TO COMMUNICATE THEIR NEEDS IN ANY FORMAT.  SO THAT'S SOMETHING I LET PARENTS KNOW.  BECAUSE THEY GET SO NERVOUS AND SO AFRAID.  I'M GOING TO HOLD THEM BACK AND THEY WILL USE THIS AS A CRUTCH.  NO.  IT ACTUALLY HELPS THEM THRIVE.  


JAMIE CRUM:  I WOULD JUST LIKE TO REITERATE THAT.  IT HAPPENS OVER AND OVER AND OVER AGAIN.  IF YOU CAN IMAGINE EVERY TIME, ESPECIALLY IF I CAN GET UP TO WHERE I'M PUTTING MULTIPLE WORDS TOGETHER, SO MAYBE I'M MAKING A 3 WORD SENTENCE BY TOUCHING THE PICTURE OR USING MY COMMUNICATION DEVICE TO PICK 3 WORDS AT A TIME, AND I'M ONLY ABLE TO VERBALLY MAKE, YOU KNOW, 1 AT A TIME THAT'S UNDERSTOOD OR 0.  I CAN STILL BE WORKING ON MY LANGUAGE STRUCTURE.  AND I CAN BE WORKING ON PUTTING MULTIPLE CONCEPTS TOGETHER.  WHEREAS WITHOUT THAT, IT WOULD BE CHALLENGING FOR ME TO DO THAT.  SO WE DEFINITELY SEE THAT CATCH UP THAT HAPPENS WHEN KIDS HAVE HAD ACCESS TO MORE AND MORE WAYS.  AND IT'S ALSO SOMETHING INTERESTING ABOUT HAVING SPEECH OUTPUT PAIRED WITH THE COMMUNICATION.  SO EVERY TIME I HIT THAT BUTTON, IT SAYS THE WORD.  AND I SEE THE WORD.  A LOT OF TIME THE TODDLER WILL LOOK AT THE PAGES ON SOME OF THESE SYSTEMS, BUT IT'S JUST REALLY INTERESTING TO SEE HOW MUCH POWER THERE IS, IN ME BEING ABLE TO EXPRESS THE IDEA I HAVE IN MY HEAD AND YOU CAN HEAR IT RIGHT AWAY.  I CAN HIT THAT.  YOU COULD BE COOKING AND YOU'RE BUSY.  AND I CAN SAY, MOM, MOM, MOM, PLAY.  THAT TYPE OF A THING.  SO I START TO SEE THE POWER.  I REALLY NEED TO USE MY VOICE TO GET MY SPECIFIC NEEDS MET.  AND MY GENERAL NEEDS I'M GETTING MET WITH MY BEHAVIOR OR MORE OF THE VERBAL EXPRESSION ISN'T AS POWERFUL AS WHEN I START TO USE THE WORDS.  SO IT COULD BE MOTIVATING FOR ME TO MOVE AHEAD IF I'M A YOUNG KID.  AND NEXT SLIDE I'M GOING TO SHOW.  THANK YOU, DEBBIE. 


NEXT SLIDE I WANT TO SHOW WAS, DO YOU GUYS SEE ONE WITH 4 PICTURES?  AAC, A TOTAL COMMUNICATION SYSTEM?  CAN YOU SEE THE SLIDES?  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   YES.  


JAMIE CRUM:  GREAT, THANKS.  SO THIS SLIDE HERE, I TALK ABOUT THIS AND WE'VE TOUCHED ON ALL OF THESE SYSTEMS.  GOING INTO A LITTLE BIT MORE IN-DEPTH ABOUT THE TYPES OF EQUIPMENT.  SO THERE'S NO-TECH.  LOW-TECH.  MID-TECH.  AND HIGH-TECH.  SO I HAVE SOME PICTURES OF, IF YOU'RE NOT FAMILIAR WITH THESE SYSTEMS, WE'RE GOING TO MOVE ALONG.  SO THE NO-TECH IS A SIGN LANGUAGE.  MID-TECH IS EVERYDAY, PRESCHOOL, KINDERGARTEN.  THEY HAVE THESE GO TALKS IN THERE.  YOU HAVE YOUR VOICE OUTPUT.  SOMETIMES YOU HAVE A PIECE OF PAPER THAT YOU SLIDE IN THE OVERLAY WITH THE DIFFERENT PICTURES AND THE GRID AND YOU CAN GET TO QUITE A BIT OF A VOCABULARY ON THIS MID-TECH DEVICE.  AND I WOULD ALSO INCLUDE, YOU KNOW, IPAD.  OR TABLETS, THAT ARE AROUND MID-TECH AND HIGH-TECH.  BECAUSE THEY GET MORE SOPHISTICATED WITH APPS THAT ARE OUT THERE.  THEY'RE DEFINITELY PUSHING INTO THE HIGH-TECH REALM OF AAC FOR SURE.  AND THERE'S A PICTURE OF A YOUNG LADY WHO HAS RET SYNDROME.  AND SHE CAN GET STARTED.  AND THIS IS SOMETHING I WANTED TO SHARE AS WELL. 


SOMETIMES IT CAN BE CONTROVERSIAL, BUT WE'RE GOING TO RECOMMEND THIS $11,000 MACHINE START TO GO SHOW I GAZE.  IF YOU SEE AN ASSESSMENT MEANT OR SUPPORT THAT WE HAVE THAT EQUIPMENT ON HAND, IT'S REALLY NICE TO START OFF WITH SOME OF THE HIGH-TECH SYSTEMS JUST TO SEE HOW THEY RESPOND.  BECAUSE WE CAN KIND OF GUESS WHEN WE THINK THEY'RE GOING TO BE READY TO PUT IN FRONT OF AN EYE-GAZE SYSTEM.  BUT CHILD WITH CEREBRAL PALSY ARE OTHER ISSUES, YOU CAN TRY IT.  AND IT'S GOING TO TALK FOR ME.  AND IT REQUIRES IF YOU CAN GET A CALIBRATING RIGHT AND THE KID IS NOT LOOKING AROUND TOO MUCH, IT'S THE SAME SKILL AS LOOKING AT A BOOK.  SITTING DOWN PARTNERING WITH YOUR KIDDO AND SHARING THE EXPERIENCE.  AND WE MAKE THE PICTURE OF A MONKEY NOISE.  AND WE LOOK AT THE ELEPHANT AND MAKE THE ELEPHANT NOISE.  THOSE ARE THINGS WE PUT ON THE EYE-GAZE SYSTEM.  TRY IT OUT AND LOOK AT THE RECEPTIVE SYSTEM.  LOOK AT THE MONKEY AND ASK THEM TO LOOK AT DIFFERENT THINGS.  AND THIS CAN REALLY SHED LIGHT ON REALLY NICE SKILLS THAT WE HAVEN'T SEEN IN OTHER AREAS.  SO IT'S REALLY IMPORTANT THAT THIS IS NOT A PROGRESSION.  THIS IS NO-TECH TO HIGH-TECH IS NOT THE PROGRESSION YOU NEED TO FOLLOW TO MOVE ONTO THE NEXT STEP.  WE KIND OF TEAR THIS OUT.  I ALMOST LIKE TO WORK BACKWARDS WITH THE HIGH-TECH JUST TO TRY THAT.  BECAUSE A LOT OF TIMES IF THEY HAVE US COME IN, NO ONE HAS ACCESS TO THIS EQUIPMENT, SO WE WANT TO GIVE IT A TRY RIGHT AWAY. 


AND SO OUR NEXT SLIDE WE HAVE HERE IS A PICTURE OF A LOW-TECH EYE-GAZE SYSTEM.  DEBBIE REFERRED TO THIS EARLIER.  LOOK THROUGH HIS THE CHOICES.  AND WE CAN SHARE THAT SAME EXPERIENCE.  AND IT'S NICE, A LOT OF TIMES IF YOU HAVE A WINDOW IN THE MIDDLE.  THEY'RE LOOKING RIGHT AT YOU.  AND THEY HAVE TO LOOK A LITTLE BIT WAY.  AND THIS KID IS USING TEXT YES AND NO.  BUT THIS COULD BE PICTURES OF A DOG OR DIFFERENT THINGS THEY WANT TO TALK ABOUT.  THEY CAN JUST LOOK AT IT AND NOT EVEN USE THEIR HANDS. 


ANOTHER LOW-TECH SOLUTION THAT YOU FOLKS HAVE RUN INTO A LOT ARE COMMUNICATION BOOKS AND COMMUNICATION ICONS WITH MULTIPLE PICTURES ON A PIECE OF PAPER.  AND THIS IS -- I DON'T WANT TO OVER GENERALIZE.  YOU GUYS ARE SEEING THE PICTURE OF THE COMMUNICATION BOOKS, CORRECT?  YOU GOT THAT ONE, DEBBIE?  


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   YES.  


JAMIE CRUM:  I'M TOTALLY BLIND ON MY POWERPOINT.  GREAT.  THANK YOU. 


SO, AGAIN, NOT THAT THERE'S A PROGRESSION AND THEN YOU HAVE TO HAVE A PREREQUISITE, BUT IF I WALK IN AND I SEE A KIDDO THAT HAS MORE THAN ONE CATEGORY IN A TEXTBOOK THAT HE CAN CHOOSE FROM HIS TOYS AND GO TO HIS FOOD PAGE.  AND HE HAS MORE THAN 4 OR 5 ICONS ON A PAGE.  SORRY, I SAID TEXT.  I SHOULD SAY PICTURE COMMUNICATION SYSTEM.  TEXT IS ONE OF THOSE VERY SPECIFIC INTERVENTION USING SYMBOLS.  BUT ANYTIME THEY'RE USING SYMBOL SUPPORTED COMMUNICATION OR PICTURE SUPPORTED COMMUNICATION, AND THEY'RE MAKING CHOICES FROM, YOU KNOW, DIFFERENT AREAS, DIFFERENT CATEGORIES, AND THEY'RE SHOWING US THEY KNOW HOW TO DO THAT.  WOW, THEY NEED TO PAIR THAT WITH VOICE OUTPUT.  GO TALK.  THE MID-TECH DEVICES WHICH IS NEXT.  OR A TABLET WITH SOME SIMPLE SPEECH OUTPUT SOFTWARE TO REALLY TRY THAT.  BECAUSE THEY'RE SHOWING US THEY CAN -- THEY'RE POINTING THE PICTURE TO LET YOU KNOW THAT'S WHAT THEY WANT TO SAY.  SO IT BECOMES VERY POWERFUL.  SO EVERY TIME IT TOUCH THAT, IT TALKS AND THEY HEAR THAT AND IT REALLY REINFORCE WHAT THEY WANT TO COMMUNICATE.  BECAUSE I CAN HOLD ONTO TO A BOOK, AND YOU COULD BE DOING SOMETHING ELSE, THE MOM OR DAD COULD BE DOING SOMETHING ELSE, AND I'M TOUCHING THE PICTURE OF THE BALL, AND IT CAN TALK, AND YOU CAN COME AND ATTEND AND HEAR THAT AS WELL. 


HERE'S ANOTHER PICTURE OF A MID-TECH SYSTEM.  IT'S A SINGLE VOICE SWITCH OUTPUT.  AND THIS IS A GREAT ONE TO GET STARTED WITH.  JUST A SIMPLE MESSAGE WITH I WANT MORE.  OR DO IT AGAIN.  OR YOU CAN USE THIS AS JUST A ONE HIT JUST TO CONTINUE AN ACTIVITY.  MAYBE WE'RE ROLLING A BALL BACK AND FORTH.  MAYBE WE'RE PLAYING A GAME WHERE WE GIVE YOU A HUG AND PICK YOU UP AND SPIN YOU AROUND.  SOMETHING WITH MOVEMENT ORIENTED.  AND THEY HIT THE BUTTON SAYING DO IT AGAIN.  YOU CAN PAIR SYMBOLS OR PHOTOS THAT MATCH.  YOU CAN VELCRO THEM ON.  SOME OF THEM HAVE COVERS THAT WILL HOLD THE PICTURE INSIDE. 


SO THIS IS A REALLY NICE WAY TO REALLY GET THAT CAUSE AND EFFECT FOR COMMUNICATION.  WITH CAUSE AND EFFECT, I DON'T MEAN PRESS THE BUTTON AND TURN ON THE BLENDER.  THIS IS I PRESS THIS AND YOU HEAR MY MESSAGE, AND SOMETHING HAPPENS.  THIS IS GREATLY I WOULD DO A LOT OF HAND OVER HAND TO SIGN MORE WITH THIS KID, TO MAKE THAT CONNECTION.  SO A LOT OF TIMES WE'LL START AND I WANT TO USE MISS MORE BUTTON.  AND THERE'S MANY OPPORTUNITIES WHERE YOU CAN PLAY.  AND YOU ARE GOING TO HIT THE BUTTON AND WE'RE GOING TO MOVE AHEAD. 


SO THOSE ARE SOME GREAT TOOLS.  THERE'S A LOT OF DIFFERENT ONES, BIG MAC IS THE ONE THAT MOST PEOPLE SEEM TO BE FAMILIAR WITH.  LEARN RESOURCES HAVE, MAYBE I CAN GET THIS OUT TO YOU IN AN E-MAIL.  BUT THEY HAVE A REALLY NICE SET OF TALKING BRICKS.  AND THEY'RE BASICALLY SQUARE DIGITIZED SPEECH COMMUNICATORS THAT YOU CAN -- THEY COME IN LIKE, YOU GET 6 FOR $69 FOR SOMETHING LIKE THAT.  YOU CAN VELCRO THEM AROUND THE HOUSE OR REFRIGERATOR.  OR ONE BY THE HIGH CHAIR OR TOY BOX.  SO THOSE ARE GREAT SOLUTIONS. 


LEARNING RESOURCES WEBSITE THESE ARE THINGS THAT TEACHERS AND THERAPIST USE. 


OKAY.  IT LOOKS LIKE I'M ON MY HIGH-TECH SLIDE. 


I'M GOING TO -- SO LOOKING AT THE HIGH-TECH SYSTEMS, I'M GOING TO SKIP PASS THIS SLIDE BECAUSE I'M GOING TO RUN OUT OF TIME IF I DON'T.  BUT BASICALLY, HIGH-TECH WOULD BE IPADS AND DEDICATED COMMUNICATION DEVICES AS WE'VE TALKED ABOUT BEFORE. SOMETIMES THEY USE RECORDED SPEECH AND SOMETIMES THEY USE COMPUTER GENERATED SPEECH.  AND I'LL TYPE INTO THE MESSAGE AND IT WILL SPEAK FOR ME. 


OKAY. 


SO THE NEXT ONE IS ON YOUR HIGH-TECH.  SOME OF YOUR DEVICES WOULD HAVE STATIC DISPLAY WHICH WOULD BE AN OVERLAY SYSTEM LIKE GO TALK.  OR DIFFERENT BUTTONS.  SO EVERY TIME I PUSH THE BUTTON, IT STAYS, AND I CAN ONLY BE PRESENTED WITH THE NUMBER OF CHOICES IN FRONT OF ME.  DYNAMIC DISPLAY IS GOING TO TURN THE PAGE AND GIVE ME MORE VOCABULARY.  USUALLY IF I CHOOSE THE PICTURE OF THE LITTLE KID EATING, IT'S GOING TO GIVE ME FOOD CHOICES.  IF I PICK THE PICTURE OF PEOPLE, IT'S GOING TO TURN THE PAGE FOR FAMILY MEMBERS.  SO THESE ARE THE WAYS THAT THESE DEVICES ARE PRESENTED.  AND ONE OF THE THINGS THAT WE'RE GOING TO LOOK AT IS, WELL, ACTUALLY YOU HAVE DIFFERENT WAYS THAT YOU CAN ORGANIZE THE LANGUAGE.  AND SO WE REALLY CAN LOOK AT SEQUENCING THE ICONS FOR THE VOCABULARY SO EVERY TIME I PUSH AND I FIND THE WORD "I" IT'S ALWAYS IN THE SAME LOCATION.  AND I GO TO "WANT" OR "GO" AND THIS IS ALWAYS IN THE SAME LOCATION.  AND I CAN SAY, "TO THE PARK." AND I CAN LEARN THE SEQUENCE.  "I GO PARK." AND THIS IS MOTOR PLANNING.  THIS IS POWERFUL FOR USING A LARGER AND LARGER VOCABULARY SO I DON'T HAVE TO THINK ABOUT WHERE THE PICTURE IS GOING TO APPEAR.  SO THOSE ARE THINGS WE WANT TO THINK ABOUT. 


DEBBIE DRENNAN:   JAIME, IF I CAN ALSO INTERJECT REAL QUICK.  IT'S ALSO REALLY IMPORTANT -- SORRY.  TO ALLOW THE CHILD TO PICK THEIR OWN VOICE.  I'VE HAD KIDS COME IN AND, THE PARENT OR THE SPEECH THERAPIST DO ALL THE RECORDING ON THE DEVICE.  AND FOR SOME STRANGE REASON, THE CHILD IS NOT INTERESTED IN LISTENING TO THE SPEECH THERAPIST BE THE VOICE.  SO LET THE CHILD PICK THE VOICE.  LET THE SIBLING OR CLASSMATE DO IT.  MAYBE THEY WANT A SILLY COMPUTER VOICE.  OR, FOR ME, I LIKE MY AUSTRALIAN MALE VOICE ON MY GPS.  SO LET THE CHILD PICK THE VOICE SO THAT CAN BECOME THEIR VOICE AND THEY TAKE OWNERSHIP MORE.  SO WHEREVER POSSIBLE, ALLOW THAT TO HAPPEN.  


JAMIE CRUM:  WHENEVER YOU USE DIGITIZED VOICE, SIBLING IS GREAT OR YOUNG KID.  YOU CAN IMAGINE IF I'M RECORDING MY VOICE, WHICH HAPPENS QUITE A BIT.  I'M SHOWING A LITTLE KIDDO, 30 MONTH OLD SAYS, "I WANT MY TEDDY BEAR." THAT MIGHT NOT BE THE BEST SOLUTION.  SO GREAT POINT. 


SO NEXT ONE I HAVE, HOPEFULLY YOU SEE UP HERE IS THE TABLET, OR IPAD, OR IPAD MINI.  OR I TOUCH.  OR WHATEVER YOU HAVE, OR IPOD.  WHATEVER YOU HAVE AVAILABLE HAS INCREASED DRAMATICALLY WITH OUR FAMILIES AND THE KID.  AND JUST ALL OF OUR TYPICALLY DEVELOPING KIDS ARE BEING EXPOSED SOONER TO THESE WONDERFUL DYNAMIC DISPLAY COMMUNICATION SYSTEMS. 


AS I SEE THEM. 


AND THE KIDS ARE PLAYING ANGRY BIRDS OR LOOKING THROUGH PICTURES IN THE PHOTO GALLERY.  THOSE ARE THINGS, IN OUR PHILOSOPHY HERE AT CTEC, THE IPAD OR THE TABLET, ANDROID, OR WINDOWS PHONE HAVE BECOME THE NATIONAL RESOURCE FOR THE FAMILY.  SO US AS INTERVENTIONIST, HOW CAN WE SUPPORT THE CHILD'S USE OF THAT RESOURCE SO WHEN WE LEAVE, AFTER WE'RE THERE, WE COME OUT ONCE A WEEK, THEY HAVE SOMETHING THEY'RE WORKING WITH. 


AND THE FACT THAT WE HAVE LOW COST APPS AVAILABLE FOR ANDROID AND IPHONES.  WHICH I HAVE SOME ON THIS SLIDE COMING AFTER THIS. 


YOU'LL SEE THE PRICES ARE VERY REASONABLE.  AND A LOT OF THEM ARE FREE.  AND SO, INTERESTING THING IS, A LOT OF TIMES WE'LL BE ASKED TO DO AN EVALUATION.  AND SOMEONE WILL COME IN AND SAY, HERE, I HAVE AN IPAD.  WHAT CAN YOU DO TO TEACH MY KID TO TALK ABOUT THE IPAD?  AND IT'S KIND OF BACKWARDS. BUT IT HAPPENS A LOT.  AND THIS SHOWS THIS IS A VERY POWERFUL TOOL THAT MANUFACTURERS HAVE REALLY GRABBED A HOLD OF.  AND THERE'S GOT TO BE 250 COMMUNICATION APPS FOR THE IPAD.  A LOT OF THEM WOULDN'T BE APPROPRIATE FOR YOUNG CHILDREN. BUT THERE'S SO MANY OPTIONS OUT THERE.  IPADS, THE ILS SYSTEM DEVELOPMENT HAS MORE OPTIONS AVAILABLE THAN ANDROID.  BUT WE'LL TAKE A LOOK THROUGH. 


HERE'S SOME OF MY FAVORITE APPS THAT WE FIND OURSELVES WORKING A LOT WITH FAMILY.  GO TALK NOW.  MY FIRST AAC.  TOUCH CHAT.  CLICK N CHAT. 


AND ONE OF MY FAVORITE APP IS, MY PHOTO GALLERY IS ON ANY PHONE OR TABLET.  IF YOU THINK ABOUT HOW WE USE AN APP, YOU'RE JUST GENERAL PHOTO GALLERY, YOU'RE TAKING PICTURES OF EVERYTHING THAT'S IMPORTANT TO YOUR FAMILY.  JUST LIKE YOU SIT DOWN AND LOOK AT A PHOTO WITH YOUR CHILD.  LOOKING AT THAT AND GOING THROUGH THE PAGES AND STOPPING ON THE ONE YOU THINK YOU WANT TO TALK ABOUT.  AND TOUCHING THAT OR HELPING THE CHILD TOUCH IT.  OR MODELING.  THERE'S A PUPPY ON THE PAGE AND WE PLAY WITH THE PUPPY.  THAT TYPE OF THING.  SO THAT'S A NICE WAY TO, ON THE FIRST VISIT, WE CAN TEACH A FAMILY TO START WORKING WITH THE RESOURCES THEY HAVE. 


AND ALSO, YOU CAN EVEN ORGANIZE YOUR GALLERY SO THAT YOUR DIFFERENT PHOTO ALBUMS HAVE AN ICON, LIKE THIS ONE UP ON TOP HAS A PICTURE OF THE DOG.  AND YOU TOUCH THAT AND IT HAS ALL DIFFERENT THINGS ABOUT THE DOG.  SO HERE'S A NEAT LITTLE TRICK YOU CAN TAKE AWAY.  THE WAY TO MAKE YOUR PHOTO GALLERY TALK IS TAKE A VIDEO.  SO WHILE YOU'RE TAKING THE PICTURE OF GRANDMA, WHEN YOU TAKE THE VIDEO, YOU SAY, "GRANDMA.".  AND THEN YOU STOP RECORDING.  SO WHEN SHE TOUCHES THE IMAGE OF THE GRANDMA, IT WOULD SPEAK.  INSTEAD OF JUST THE PLAYING THE PICTURE, YOU PLAY A LITTLE VIDEO.  AND IT JUST SAYS THE WORD "GRANDMA." AND YOU'VE GOT A SINGLE BUTTON COMMUNICATE ARE FOR YOUR KIDDO.  SO THAT'S BEEN FUN TO PLAY WITH. I LOVE TO GET CREATIVE AS MUCH AS WE CAN. 


NEXT ONE WE HAVE IS MY FIRST AAC.  AND THIS ONE IS AVAILABLE ONLY ON THE IPAD.  IT'S $25.  AND IT'S REALLY NICE.  IT HAS A USER KID FRIENDLY INTERFACE.  IT HAS A NICE VOCABULARY.  NOT THE EASIEST ONE TO CUSTOMIZE.  AND IT GIVES YOU EITHER 2 BUTTON PRESENTATION OR A, I THINK IT'S 6 BUTTON PRESENTATION.  SO THERE'S THE INFORMATION THERE ON THE SLIDE FOR YOU FOR THAT IS WHY IT'S NOT AVAILABLE ON ANDROID.  BUT IT DOES WORK ON IPAD MINI, IPHONE, IPAD, AND IPOD. 


THIS IS MY PERSONAL FAVORITE ONE FOR THIS AAC. LY I LOVE GO TALK NOW.  THERE'S A FREE VERSION YOU CAN DOWNLOAD.  AND IT'S ONLY ON IPAD.  NOT FOR ANDROID YET.  BUT THIS IS FANTASTIC.  IT HAS SO MUCH YOU CAN DO.  YOU HAVE SO YOU HAVE ONE BUTTON ON A PAGE.  WHEN YOU TOUCH IT, IT PLAYS A VIDEO.  AND IT'S REALLY EASY TO TEACH FOLKS HOW TO CUSTOMIZE AND IT'S A REALLY NICE, REALLY NICE APP.  AND GO TALK ARE THE ONES THAT MAKE THIS FOR SPECIAL DAY CLASS AND INTERVENTION FOR SCHOOL AGE KIDS AND THEY PUT THIS APP AND PUT THE FEATURES IN IT THAT WE'RE GOING TO BE MOST LIKELY USING AT THIS AGE. THIS ONE IS, HERE'S QUICK TALK.  AND IT'S $24.99.  I HAVEN'T USED THIS A LOT, BUT I HAVE SEVERAL PEOPLE WHO HAVE USED IT SAID THEY LIKE IT.  IT IS AVAILABLE ON BOTH PLATFORMS, ANDROID AND IPAD. NEXT ONE IS A BOSS FOR AUTISM.  IT'S COMPARED TO A SPEECH GENERATING DEVICE.  AVAS. THIS IS ONE THAT'S AVAILABLE ON BOTH PLATFORM.  IPAD AND ANDROID.  AND IT'S A BASIC SYMBOL SUPPORTED COMMUNICATION, BUT YOU CAN ADD PHOTOS IF YOU WANT TO, AND YOU CAN CUSTOMIZE THE PAGE THAT ARE ON THERE. 


I DIDN'T ADD IN MY LIST, PROTOCO LOGO [WRITTEN PHONETICALLY]. IT WAS A FIRST APP THAT CAME OUTCOME MOST PEOPLE ARE PRETTY FAMILIAR WITH IT.  A LOT OF PEOPLE LIKE IT.  AND THAT IS ONLY AVAILABLE ON THE IPAD AS WELL. 


SO, I'M AT THE END OF MY TIME.  I SAID I WOULD HAVE TIME FOR QUESTIONS.  BUT I RAN OUT.  THE LAST SLIDE THAT I JUST WANT TO SHARE IS, ALWAYS REMEMBERING THE LEAST DANGEROUS ASSUMPTION FOR WORKING WITH ALL OF OUR STUDENTS.  AND HERE'S A NICE QUOTE.  WHEN WE CANNOT BE SURE, BECAUSE WE HAVE TOO LITTLE INFORMATION, WE SHOULD BASE OUR EFFORTS ON ASSUMPTIONS WHICH, IF WRONG, WILL HAVE THE LEAST DANGEROUS EFFECTS ON OUTCOMES. 


I ALWAYS WANT TO APPROACH THESE KIDS WITH, THEY HAVE EVERYTHING THEY NEED FOR COMPLEX AND HIGH LEVEL OF COMMUNICATION, AND WORKING TOWARDS GETTING THEM TO THE NEXT SKILL OF HELPING THEM BECOME THE MOST EFFECTIVE COMMUNICATOR THEY CAN BE.  AND THIS IS SOMETHING I REALLY WANT US TO THINK ABOUT.  ESPECIALLY TALKING ABOUT THE NO PREREQUISITE SKILLS.  AND HOW WE LOOK AT WHO GETS WHICH EQUIPMENT.  I REALLY THINK IT'S IMPORTANT FOR US TO KEEP THIS IN MIND.  THAT'S ALL I HAD FOR MY PRESENTATION.  AND ROSEMARIE, IF WE'RE ALLOWED TO STAY COUPLE OF MINUTES OVER, IF SOMEONE HAS QUESTIONS, I'M FINE TO DO THAT.  DEBBIE, IF YOU WANT TO ADD ANYTHING ELSE? 


ROSEMARIE PUNZALAN:  SURE.  JAIME.  WE CAN OPEN UP FOR QUESTIONS FOR A FEW MINUTES.  


JAMIE CRUM:  OKAY.  


ROSEMARIE PUNZALAN:  FOR THOSE ON THE CALL, IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS, -- I'M SORRY.  FOR FOLKS ON THE TELECONFERENCE, IF YOU HAVE QUESTIONS, YOU CAN UNMUTE YOUR PHONE BY PRESSING STAR 6.  


JAMIE CRUM:  IF I CAN SHARE ONE THING AS WELL.  WE'RE WORKING WITH THOSE IN THE SACRAMENTO AREA, WE'RE PUTTING ON NEW SERIES OF WORKSHOPS ON WITH WARM LINE FAMILY RESOURCE CENTER.  THAT'S CALLED, THAT'S GOING TO BE BASED AROUND FREE AND LOW COST APPS.  SO IT'S GOING TO BE THE TOPIC IS CALLED ME AND OUR IPADS.  SO IT'S GOING TO BE ABOUT USING THE IPADS AND GIVING SOME FAMILIES SOME TOOLS.  IT'S GOING TO BE OPEN TO THE PUBLIC.  AND WE'RE GOING TO TRY TO DO IT MONTHLY.  SO KEEP YOUR EYES PEELED FOR THAT AS WELL.  SO.  QUESTIONS, PLEASE.  


ROSEMARIE PUNZALAN:  JAIME.  WE HAVE A QUESTION.  IN THE CHAT BOX FROM ANGIE.  WHAT DO YOU SAY TO AN SOP OR SPEECH LANGUAGE PATHOLOGIST WHO WANT THE STUDENT TO USE ARTICLES?  


JAMIE CRUM:  SORRY.  SO THEY'RE WANTING TO WORK ON ALL THE PARTS OF SPEECH, LIKE "THE" AND "AND" AND ANCILLARY LANGUAGE?  YEAH, I LIKE TO USE THE MORE CONCRETE, MEANINGFUL PIECES OF COMMUNICATION WHEN THEY'RE GETTING STARTED. 


WITH THAT BEING SAID, IF THE STUDENT HAS DEMONSTRATED THE ABILITY TO PUT MULTIPLE STRINGS TOGETHER, MULTIPLE COMMENTS OR MULTIPLE UTTERANCES ONE BUTTON AT A TIME, A LOT OF TIMES WE THINK, YOU KNOW WHAT?  IF WE'RE GOING TO WALK DOWN THIS PATH, LET'S SEE IF THEY CAN SAY, "I WANT THE TENNIS BALL." WHATEVER THAT WOULD BE.  AND IT'S GOING TO DEPEND ON WHAT APP WE'RE USING AND WHAT SYSTEM WE'RE USING AND HOW HARD IS THAT?  AND IS THAT GOING TO GET IN THE WAY OF BUILDING THAT SENTENCE?  OR ARE WE THINKING IT'S NOT GOING TO BE TOO CHALLENGING?  SO, HOPEFULLY,, IT'S NOT TOO MUDDY OF AN ANSWER.  BUT WITH THIS AGE GROUP OF KIDDOS, I WOULD STAY AWAY FROM THAT.  IT'S MY PERSONAL OPINION.  BUT I CAN UNDERSTAND WHY THEY WOULD WANT TO DO IT.  


ROSEMARIE PUNZALAN:  GREAT.  THANK YOU SO MUCH.  SHE SAYS IT'S HELPFUL.  THANK YOU FOR THE ANSWER JAIME.  OKAY, SO, I'M GOING TO GO AHEAD AND MOVE ONTO THE NEXT SLIDE FOR WEBINAR EVALUATION.
